Oval-shaped faces are well proportioned from top to bottom; these types generally suit most types so why not play with different shapes and colours. This summer, vintage styles return with a twist How about trying RayBan Wayfarer in store now at a reasonable £120.
Round-shaped faces have a round chin and hairline with the widest point extending across the cheeks to the ears. Avoid round frames which will only accentuate any roundness instead try classic square frames in black that create a cat-eye effect, drawing attention above and beyond the eye era with understated logos that keep things simple and chic. We currently have in stock a range of classic Prada shades priced from £165 will will make you look cool and stylish as the weather heats up.
 

Square-shaped faces tend to have the same horizontal width at the forehead, cheeks and jawline. Soften the face with round-shape glasses such as D&G DD8018 fantastically priced at only £100. The top edges of the frame widen the face and the rounded bottom lengthens the profile, as well as being right on trend for summer 2010.
 

Diamond-shaped faces are the most difficult to fit. The face is widest at the cheeks and eye area with a narrow chin and high forehead. Frames with shield lenses, like thePrada PS51HS (£180 in store now) are flattering on many types of faces. The shape of the frame wraps around the eye area to create a slimming effect. Gradient lenses blend in to the rest of the face to seamlessly erase edges.
Heart-shaped or triangular-shaped faces are widest at the forehead and narrow at the jaw. Aviators will broaden the lower portion of the face by drawing attention up to the eye area. Test out new shapes including RayBan's Highstreet sunglasses at £147.50 or Prada PR54GS AT £176. Both frames utilize contrasting colours and materials to add a modern touch to a cherished classic.
The size of your sunglasses should be proportional to your face size. It's important to look for frames that complement a face by softening or drawing attention away from its more prominent features.  Don't look for larger frames if you have a small face and vice versa.
